Arise, For the Lord Extends His Scepter….
This skit is meant to introduce the board members to the body at the kickoff, and it uses one of our key verses for the year.  There are many words in the skit that bring to mind the kingdom of God and our part in that kingdom.  This scripture also reminds us that we are a people, a nation, and we are all together working for a common goal.  I think it is a way to help gel the body with the board and remind them we are all part of the same kingdom!

Please feel free to change this skit however fits your board.  You may not have all the members we have.  If not just take out the line that talks about that person’s position, and just use that line to explain the verse.  
A large scepter hangs from the center of the stage area, or is attached to the wall there.  If you don’t’ have a scepter, a cross will substitute.  If possible, a spotlight should be on this, particularly the shining orb at the end!  

All the board members are kneeling on one knee in a semicircle around the scepter/cross.  Kneeling shows worship, humility and service to our God.

As the theme is spoken out each board member will stand in turn and read her part.  

Reader #1:

“1 Peter 2:9-10 says “But You are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; who once were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.”
Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

The president stands from her worshipful kneeling, turns to face the group, and says:  

President ___________________:  “Chosen, we are a chosen generation.  God chose each of us to be His.  He gave us each unique gifts and ministries to perform here for His kingdom.  I Peter 4:10 says each of us should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, faithfully administering god’s grace in it’s various forms.  I am ____name_____________ and it is my privilege to be chosen to serve Him as your PWOC president this year.”

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

VP Programs stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group and says:
VP Programs:  “Generation.  We are following in a long line of Christians, starting with the men and women of Acts chapter 2, who met together in rooms and devoted themselves to teaching, and to fellowship, the breaking of bread and to prayer.  I am ______name_______________.  As your Programs Chair this year, I hope I can help us continue this tradition thru programs, events, and retreats.

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Prayer Coordinator stands from her kneeling turns to face the group and says:

Prayer Coordinator:  “a royal priesthood… As Protestants we believe we each have the right to pray for forgiveness and intercession.  Hebrews 4:16 says let us approach the throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need.    I am _____________name____.  As your prayer coordinator I’m honored to pray with you and for you.  
Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

VP Spiritual Life stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group and says:

VP Spiritual Life:  “Holy ...we can be made holy, in the image of Jesus Christ.  As Christians our goal should be to become more and more like Jesus.   Paul said in 2 Timothy that God has saved us and called us to a holy life, not because of anything we have done, but because of His own purpose and grace.  I am ___________name___________.  As VP of spiritual life, it’s my privilege to present studies, devotions and activities that can help us attain our goal and be better citizens of the Kingdom.

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Administrative Assistant stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group and says:

Administrative Assistant:  “Nation….a group of people organized for one cause and goal, with God as our King.  As your board’s administrative assistant I look forward to organizing them into a smooth and seamless group that works toward the goal of honoring God and ministering to each of you.  The Psalmist says God has blesses His nation with peace…. may I be part of that peace!!”

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Hospitality Chair stands from her kneeling turns to face the group and says:

Hospitality Chair:  “His Own Special People….We are each special to our King, His little lambs.  Jesus is also called our shepherd, who cared for each one.  In the end of His life here on Earth He commanded those who loved Him to “feed my sheep.”  I am _____________name_________.   As your hospitality chair it’s my duty and honor to feed you, His sheep, earthly food, as our Bible studies offer you spiritual food.   I’ll remember that each of you are precious to The One I serve!”

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Praise and Worship Chair stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group and says:

Praise and Worship Chair:  “Proclaiming the praises of Him…  God is so wonderful we have much to praise Him and be thankful for.  Psalm 117 says “Praise the Lord, all you nations, extol Him, all you peoples.  For great is His love to us, and the faithfulness of the Lord endures forever.  Praise the Lord!  I am __________name___________.  As your praise and worship chair this year I can’t wait to lead you into worship as we proclaim the praises of our wonderful and perfect King.”

Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Outreach Chair stands from her kneeling turns to face the group and says:

Outreach Chair:  “Out of darkness…..yes, our King called each of us out of darkness into light.  Each of us heard that call in different ways, and we are commanded in the Bible to spread the gospel message to all.  Psalm 27:1 says the Lord is our light and our salvation.  I am __________name________.  As your outreach chair I am excited to create ways we can reach out to our community, and give you ways to spread the Good News and enlarge the Kingdom!
Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Publicity Chair stands from her kneeling turns to face the group and says:

Publicity:  “Into the light…..As publicity chair, getting the good news out is my job.  The Bible says a word aptly spoken is like apples of gold in settings of silver.  May each invitation to PWOC be that meaningful this year!  I am _____name_______.   I ask for your help as we all invite new women into the light.
 Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Participation Chair stands from her kneeling turns to face the group and says:

Participation:  (holding a PWOC pin in her hands) “For we were not a people, but now we are the people of God……….A “people” has symbols, and traditions, and ways that are unique to their culture.  PWOC’s symbol is the pin, which I can give to new members.  PWOC has traditions and ways of friendship, like a hug at the door, a remembered name, a warm and inviting atmosphere.  Jesus said others would know we are His disciples, by our love for one another.  This love sets us apart as Christians.  I am ___________name_________, and it’s my privilege to extend these sweet ways to each of you every week.  
Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Financial Advisor stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group and says:

Financial Advisor:  “The People of God…..God gives us everything, and He needs nothing from us.  Our offerings to Him are a form of worship and faith, and we should consider them as such.  Once after a small child offered Jesus bread and fish, He said “gather the pieces that are left over, let nothing be wasted.” I am __________________name___.   As your financial advisor it’s my duty to see our funds are maintained and accounted for in good order, and spent with a mind to ministry 
Reader #2:  “Arise, for the Lord Extends His scepter…”

Titus II Advisor stands from her kneeling, turns to face the group, and says:

Titus II Advisor: (with feeling, this is the build up, the grand finale of the skit)  “We had not obtained mercy, but now we have obtained mercy….Mercy is the most precious gift our King has extended to us.  1 Peter 1:3 says in His Great Mercy He has given us new birth into a living hope, thru the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and into an inheritance that can NEVER perish, spoil, or fade!  Because of His mercy we can Arise, for in His presence we are made pure and clean, blameless and forgiven in His presence.  He also commands us to forgive others, and be merciful.   I am ________________name____.  As a Titus II advisor this is the message I have for the president of this group, and the citizens of His kingdom…the hope and mercy of God, written in encouragement and tied up with a hug.” 

President: (Speaking to the body now) “You are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; who once were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.”

The whole group should be standing now, and they can all raise their hands to the group and say, in an excited, happy voice...
